Report 2009

THE END OF THE YEAR REPORT
We have come to the end of this academic year 2009. It is necessary to evaluate the activities of the outgoing year, to develop plans for the immediate future of next year 2010 and the long term thereafter.
This has been pace setting year, we are now able to review the activities of this year and to make corrections and incorporate new measures that will make St Joseph Secondary School as an enviable model of attraction. I am sure we have the will and the resources to make St. Joseph secondary school a good centre of attraction and excellence.
I wish to remind you that St Joseph Secondary School has an important unique mission of offering a flexible program of admitting.

a.) The student who completed their K.C.P.E programs the previous year and are continuing with their education the next year without any interruptions and
b.) The students who complete their K.C.P.E programs but might have been unavoidably encounter interruptions and seek to resume their secondary school education at different entry. The student falling in this category can be wrongly stigmatized as failures.

Let me emphasize that the flexibility of our admission policy has important social and educative functions namely that the fresher’s who have no experience of interruptions get exposed to be tolerant and adjust to studying alongside those whose past were unavoidably interrupted and those who get into mess of interruptions who need to be forgiven and offered a second opportunity.
This may arise whereby the latter category of students who suffered from interruptions repeat their forms which they might have attended and are subjected to repeat the forms in which they are weak.
But the challenge also extends among the teachers who must offer flexible teaching practices that harmonize the two categories of students as discussed above.
In today’s competitive social system called Global village in which we live in, it is of utmost importance to have self discipline among teachers and students alike.
I now wish to make some specific proposal for next year.

TUTION
That during our parents meeting, addition to the mandatory school fees each student will be required to pay 200 Ksh that will cover remedial tuitions that will be offered very early in the morning, evenings and Saturdays. The remedial tuition will make our student to be competitive against students who live in boarding schools who have the advantage of attending the morning and evening PREPs.

EXAMINATION.
All the students have been called upon to meet the cost of stationary papers covering question papers of all the CATs Continuous Assessment Tests. The teachers and myself will determine the number of CATs to be taken. We ask all parents to contribute photocopy papers towards this.
THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF PREFECTS
The Head teacher in collaboration with the teachers of each class will appoint a prefect from each class. The prefect shall be responsible for observing
i.) Discipline of against noise, nuisance during the absence of the teacher
ii.) Take note of late comers and calling the enrollment registers and to make the necessary written reports to inform the in charge. The prefect shall not administer any physical punishment on any students.

TEXT BOOKS
A list of the recommended textbooks for each form shall be drawn and pinned on the classes of each form.

SCHOOL UNIFORMS
It is now mandatory to wear full school uniform up to midday within the whole 2010.

NOISE, NUISANCE, SMOKING, DRUGS TAKING AND ALCOHOL
